In 1836, a civil revolt known as the Kamo Uprising broke out in protest against
extraordinarily high prices. The Shirakiya (called Katoya in those days) sake brewery was a
conspicuous target of the attacks. Reportedly, many sake barrels were broken and sake
flowed out like a river.
