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Asuke-jinja Shrine

This shrine enshrines Asuke Jiro Shigenori. Taking the side of Emperor Go-Daigo, who
attempted to overthrow the Kamakura Shogunate in 1331, he fought at Kasagi Castle in
Kyoto, leading 3,000 soldiers as the commander-in-chief.

Asuke Jiro Shigenori was a successor of the Asuke Family based in Iimori-yama Castle. He
was known as a master archer, and his valiant actions at Kasagi Castle using a bow with
heavy draw weight are described in the Taiheiki (Chronicle of Great Peace).

He was captured when Kasagi Castle fell, and beheaded at Rokujo-gawara, Kyoto in 1332.

In later years, around 1897, he was enshrined at Asuke Shrine.

Santuario Asuke

Este santudrio consagra o Asuke Jiro Shigenori que, em 1331, aliou-se ao imperador
Godaigo que planejava derrotar o Shogunato Kamakura, e tornou-se comandante-chefe
militar de um exército de 3.000 pessoas e lutou arduamente em Kasagiyama (Kyoto).

Asuke Jiro Shigenori é herdeiro do cld Asuke, que tinha o Iimoriyamajo como castelo
principal e é famoso como mestre dos arcos. Sua histéria de luta com um forte arco em
Kasagiyama é descrita em Taiheiki (crénica de grande paz).

Asuke Jiro Shigenori foi capturado durante a queda do Castelo Kasagiyama e decapitado
em 1332 em Rokujogawara, Kyoto.

Depois disso, por volta de 1897, comecou a ser consagrado como Santudrio de Asuke
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
