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The city emblem was established in
November 1951. Since Toyota City was
once known as “the land of clothing
(koromo-no-sato)”, the emblem was
designed in a diamond shape based on
Japanese kanji character of koromo (%)
which is seen in the family crest of the
Naito Family of the old Koromo Domain.
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Sunflower The citizens of Toyota selected

the sunflower as the city flower in March

1965. It was the most requested flower out of

3,876 suggestions submitted for consider-
ation to the City Flower Selection Committee.
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Keyaki (Zelkova) The citizens of Toyota

selected the Keyaki as the city tree in
March 1971. After careful discussion by a

city tree selection committee, 2,462 out of
4,945 members submitted the Keyaki as
their choice for the city tree.
