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Rugby World Cup 2019™ Japan

The Rugby World Cup is held every four years to determine the champion of 15-player rugby. In 2016,
7-player rugby became an official Olympic sport, and rugby is becoming ever more popular worldwide.

Now, this historic tournament will be held for the first time in a non-traditional rugby playing country.
Toyota Stadium will be one of the venues for this thrilling competition of world-class technique and speed.
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Toyota Stadium (Sengoku-cho)

Opened in July of 2001, Toyota Stadium is Japan’s largest scale sports arena dedicated to ball
games. In addition to being the home stadium of Japanese football association club Nagoya
Grampus, Toyota Stadium is a venue for a wide variety of activities including football and rugby
games, international matches, concerts, as well as public events for both citizens and visitors alike.
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KiTARA Opens (Kitamachi)

KiTARA opened in November 2017 as a new hub to promote the appeal of Toyota City. As the new
face of Toyota City, it features a movie theater, shopping mall, housing facilities, an elderly welfare
facility for our aging society, with multiple urban functions condensed into one facility. This
comfortable space makes use of environmental technology and green spaces.
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Toyota Ecoful Town (Motoshiro-cho)

Cutting-edge technologies and initiatives researched and developed by corporations and universities

are on display at this facility. Toyota City’s future lifestyles are portrayed in content using augmented
reality features and projection mapping.
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Atago Pears Guinness Record

Toyota City is one of the leading Asian pear producers within Aichi Prefecture. Sweet, juicy, and crisp Toyota
pears are produced in a range of varieties, including Kosui, Hosui, Niitaka, Atago, and Akizuki. Atago pears
produced in the city were certified as the Guinness World Record “world's heaviest pears”in 2011.
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Yanami-shicchi Wetland (Yanami-cho)

Yanami-shicchi Wetland is a “spring water wetland” formed by water that springs from the ground.
It is particularly small-scale and low in nutrients. The wetland and its surroundings feature
approximately 300 species of plants, including wetland plants like the “Tokai hill land elements”
mainly found in the Tokai region, and approximately 500 species of insects, including the “scarlet
dwarf” dragonfly and the “Nepa hoffmanni” water scorpion. It was registered under the Ramsar

Convention* in July 2012 as one of the “Tokai Hilly Land Spring-fed Mires”.
*Ramsar Convention: Convention on Wetlands of International Importance Especially as Waterfowl Habitat
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Matsudaira Toshogu Shrine / Matsudaira Ceiling Paintings (Matsudaira-cho)
Matsudaira Toshogu Shrine venerates Matsudaira Chikauji, the earliest ancestor of Tokugawa leyasu
and the Matsudaira clan. The shrine was built on the site of the former Matsudaira residence, and is
thought to have been built by the clan when they hoped to enshrine Wakamiya Hachiman as their
patron deity. The shrine grounds contain the well where the clan bathed their newborn babies. It is
believed to confer miraculous benefits like longevity and safe birth, and it is given to shrine visitors as
sacred water.Matsudaira Ceiling Paintings, these 108 paintings are painted with Japanese lacquer on
the ceiling of the main shrine chamber at Matsudaira Toshogu Shrine. They were painted by Toyota
City resident painter Mr. Noriyoshi Ando as a memorial project for the 400th anniversary of the
demise of Tokugawa leyasu. These painted seasonal grasses and flowers are truly a stunning sight.
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Obara Twice-Blooming Cherry Trees (Obara-cho)

Shikizakura, or twice-blooming cherry trees, are an unusual variety of cherry that blooms twice a year, in spring
and autumn. In particular, the autumn blooming coincides with the red maple leaves to produce a beautiful
collaboration of red and white for the enjoyment of viewers.It was designated as the village tree of the former
Obara Village in 1978, and wide-scale propagation and conservation efforts have been underway since.Now the
Obara region is home to approximately 10,000 twice-blooming cherry trees, making this the only location in
Japan where you can enjoy the stunning sight of this many twice-blooming cherry trees in autumn.
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Mennoki Wind Power Station (Inabu-cho)

Altitude 1,160 meters. The view from the top of the mountain and the sight of the large windmill's turning
against the blue sky are both must-sees. All the power produced here is sold to the electric power company.
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Korankei (Asuke-cho)

A momiji (maple) festival is held every November in the nationally famous park, Korankei. The

festival includes the lighting up of the maple trees at night, a tea ceremony, the Asuke Festival
ohayashi music performance, a pottery exhibition, and more events.
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Koromo Festival (Koromo Shrine,Koromo-cho)
Held on the third Sunday and the day before in October
Koromo Festival is a lively and colorful parade in which local people from eight different central urban
districts pull floats respectively through the neighborhood. The parade, called Chonaibiki, is held on Saturday,
along with a prayer ceremony known as Shichido-mairi. On Sunday, the eight floats gather at the shrine, and
the townspeople perform Hikikomi (“pulling the floats in”) and Hikidashi (“pulling the floats out”). When the
floats turn a corner, confetti is thrown into the air and rains down on onlookers in a spectacular display.
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The City Symbol

The overall shape was adapted
“koromo” (&) referring to both the
city’s former name and its history of

silk-related industries.
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Toyota Municipal Museum of Art (Kozakahonmachl)

Toyota Municipal Museum of Art collects modern and contemporary art from Japan and around the
world and holds permanent exhibitions from its collection, as well as special exhibitions with a
variety of themes. The adjacent Takahashi Setsuro Gallery features a permanent exhibition of
artworks by lacquerware artist Mr. Setsuro Takahashi. The exhibition provides a glimpse into the
mysterious world created by this leading craftsman.
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Toyota City Concert Hall/Nohgakudo (Nishimachi)

Toyota City Concert Hall was built for both performers and listeners and has a shoe-box shape that
boasts outstanding acoustic quality. The concert programme places a special focus on classical
music. Nohgakudo, with its stage of cypress and traditional kirizuma roof, has a refined atmosphere
that well suits the traditional theatre such as noh and kyogen that is performed here.
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Sky Hall Toyota (Hachiman-cho)

Sky Hall Toyota opened in April 2007. Apart from being a new symbol of the City, it plays a key role
in the sports and recreational activities of the local people. Among other facilities, training rooms are
available. By providing a place for sporting activities and events, Sky Hall Toyota helps residents stay
fit and healthy.
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Corridor of fuji (Japanese wisteria)(Mitsukuri-cho)

Four types of wisteria plants known as fuji, including kyushaku fuji and murasaki sanjaku, are planted
along a 372-meter walking trail. The fuji festival takes place every year during the national Golden
Week holiday. Visitors enjoy a casual stroll amongst the fuji in full bloom.
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Rubicon Wall

Rock-climbing is a popular activity in the Peak District National Park. It began with early pioneers in
the 1890s, and has now expanded so that every weekend there are many climbers on the crags. The
Peak has a wide range of crags both large and small and Rubicon wall is a very popular place with
climbers.
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Pennine Bridleway

This is a purpose-built long-distance path for horse riders, mountain bikers and walkers. So far there
are 120 miles of bridleway with 73 miles in Derbyshire starting in the heart of the Peak District
National Park. When complete, the route will be 350 miles long weaving through the Pennines from
Derbyshire to the north east of England using a mix of ancient pack horse tracks, old roads and newly
created bridleways.
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Crooked Spire Church in Chesterfield

St Mary and All Saints, the Crooked Spire Church, was built in the late 13th Century and finished
around 1360.lt is the largest church in Derbyshire. The Spire stands 228 feet from the ground and
leans 9 feet 5 inches from its true centre. The Spire was "twisted' when un-seasoned wood was used
during its construction. Then 32 tons of lead tiles were placed on top and, as the timber dried out,
the weight of the lead twisted the spire.
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Hartington Village

This is a traditional Derbyshire scene of a village in the Peak District National Park. Hartington was
an important market centre dating back to the year 1203. Hartington is situated in an ancient and
man-made landscape, crossed by stone walls and lines of trees, planted to provide shelter from the
winds that sweep across the plateau.
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The Derwent Valley Mills

The Derwent Valley Mills World Heritage Site stretches along the river Derwent for the 15 miles
between the mills which are considered to be the birthplace of the Industrial Revolution. Sir Richard
Arkwright's first spinning mill was established in 1771. This second mill (1783) was powered by
water from the Derwent and was 10 times more powerful than the first mill.
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Poolsbrook Country Park

This park was once the site of a former Colliery, but has been transformed from dereliction by
Derbyshire County Council into a tremendous country park and amenities area. The 180-acre park
includes a Visitor Centre, cafe and children's adventure play area. With lakes for fishing, extensive
trails for cyclists and walkers to explore, it is an important habitat for wildlife. The site is situated in
an area which Includes a number of existing attractions that relate to the area's industrial heritage.
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The Heights of Abraham

This view shows the Cable Cars which take visitors to the Heights of Abraham visitor attraction. The
Cable cars provide splendid views across the Derwent Valley.
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Eroica

This vintage cycling festival is held in june. Derbyshire has many cycling and walking trails, with bike
hire in many places.
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Chatsworth House

The home of the Dukes of Devonshire, Chatsworth is one of the true treasure houses of Britain, set
in extensive parklands beside the River Derwent. The original house was the work of ‘Bess of
Hardwick’ and her second husband Sir William Cavendish in the late 16th century. Everythingis on a
massive scale, opulent and designed to impress.
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Tissington Trail

This 13-mile cycling and walking trail runs from Ashbourne to Parsley Hay, where it is joined by
the High Peak Trail. Formerly an old railway line, it has now been converted into a picturesque
traffic-free trail.
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Baslow Edge

Derbyshire boasts a huge variety of beauty spots and vast stone edges, providing panoramic views of
stunning scenery all around. From Stanage Edge to Frogatt Edge, you'll be spoilt for choice!
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Bakewell Pudding Shop

Rumour has it that Derbyshire’s Bakewell Pudding was invented by accident by a local cook
around 150 years ago! You can purchase this deliciously sweet delicacy at the Old Original
Bakewell Pudding Shop.
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Monsal Head Viaduct

This disused railway line is now part of the White Peak Loop, a cycling and walking trail.
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Caving

Discover the Peak District National Park’s hidden beauty by heading deep down underground. There
are plenty of local activity providers that can provide trained and qualified caving instructors to help
you explore the stunning world below.
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Derby Cathedral

The cathedral is on a site of Christian worship that dates back over 1000 years. It Is a mix of styles,
Including Medieval and 18th century, with a 20th century extension. It was a parish church until
1927, when the Anglican Church was re-organised and cathedrals were created in major towns. All
Saints, Derby became Derby Cathedral- the seat of a diocese, with a Bishop -in that year.
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Cathedral Quarter
contains many individual specialized retail outlets. The pedestrianised route is also home to a
selection of pubs, clubs, alfresco cafes, bistros and restaurants.
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Pickford’s House

Pickford was a Georgian architect of some repute and worked in the late 18th century. What is now
the Museum was his home and a fine example of georgian architecture. It is preserved as a house of
that era. with furnishings and costumes from that time.
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Derby Beer Festival

is held in February each year. It was first held in 1977 as one of the events to celebrate City status and
is now an annual event. Beer is a much loved British drink and there are hundreds of different types
available at this event.
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Statue of Bonnie Prince Charie

He was Charles Edward Stuart and laid claim to the throne of England in the mid-18th century.
He was a Scot and landed in Scotland, from exile in France to raise an army that marched
South in 1745. The furthest point he reached was Derby, in December 1745. Whilst here he
made the fateful decision to retreat and his army was routed the following year at the Battle
of Culloden.He died in exile.
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Royal Crown Derby

The Royal Crown Derby Porcelain Company employs about 200 people and manufactures the
highest quality English Fine Bone China at its factory on a four-and-a-half acre site. The
Company produces bone china tableware, giftware and collectables, sold both In the UK and
overseas. The present factory was established in 1878 but the business traces its origins to the
original factory which was set up in Nottingham Road in about 1750. Queen Victoria granted
permission to include the title "Royal" in the company name in 1890
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Silk Mill

The Silk Mill is part of a UNESCO World Heritage Site based on Mill buildings along the valley of the
river Derwent. It is on the site of the first factory in the world, dating from the 1720s. The Silk Mill is
currently closed for redevelopment with plans to reopen in 2020 as Derby Silk Mill
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Derby Museum&Art Gallery

houses a wide range of important and attractive collections, covering porcelain, paintings,
archaeology, history, local regiments, geology and wildlife. This includes the largest collection of the
work off Derby artist Joseph Wright in any public gallery in the world and a collection of fine Derby
porcelain of international importance
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Markeaton Park

has over 201 acres of parkland and is one of Derby's largest parks attracting over 1 million visitors a

year, making it one of the most popular parks in the East Midlands. The Park offers a wide range of
activities and attractions for people of all ages.
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Derby Arboretum
is the world's first public park, having been gifted in the mid-19th century. Designed by Loudon,
Central Park, New York is said to be modeled on it.
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Guildhall

The present Guildhall was built in 1842 after the previous building was destroyed by fire. The
Guildhall was the home of the Council until 1948, but is now a small theatre.
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Derby Arena

Opened in 2015, Derby Arena was built as a legacy to the 2012 London Olympics with
the exterior colours representing gold, silver and bronze medals. Derby Arena is a
multi-functional venue including a cycling velodrome, state of the art gym and sports
area for badminton, table tennis, judo, spin and keep fit classes and entertainment centre
for live performances.
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Sharpe’ s Pottery Museum

The Museum focuses on the once prolific ceramics industry of South Derbyshire, which manufactured
everything from bricks and toilets to elaborate art pottery, including the world-famous ‘Cornishware’
kitchenware. With an iconic kiln hovel at the centre and a permanent display of local pottery, the
Museum also includes exhibitions on the development of the toilet and on the creation of the
National Forest. Located in Swadlincote, it is also home to ‘The Magic Attic’ local history archive.
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National Forest

South Derbyshire lies at the heart of The National Forest which is the one of the UK's boldest
environmental projects. The vision is to create a new forest across 200 square miles, transforming what
was once one of the least wooded parts of the country . In the last 25 years, over eight million trees
have been planted, creating habitats for wildlife and a landscape for local residents and visitors to enjoy.
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Swadlincote Snowsports Centre

Based around a dry ski slope, the Centre offers Winter sports all year round, including skiing,
snowboarding, sno-tubing and the ‘Viper slide’ There is also a 650 metre Cresta toboggan that
twists its way around the site. Elsewhere in the town of Swadlincote, the range of leisure facilities
includes indoor climbing, a golf driving range and courses, together with numerous other indoor and
outdoor sports facilities.
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Rosliston Forestry Centre

was the first visitor centre in The National Forest, covering 154 acres on which 125,000 trees
were planted. A whole host of family activities are available including archery, walking, cycling
and laser games.
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Medieval Causeway, Swarkestone

An Ancient Monument and the longest stone bridge in England, parts of this fascinating 3/4 mile
long medieval causeway are said to date back to the early 13th century. Legend has it the causeway
was origially built on behalf of two beautiful sisters of the Bellamont family, in memory of their
fiances who attempted to ford the river on horseback but were swept away and drowned. Neither
sister ever married, and it is said they spent so much money on the bridge they died not only unwed,
but also in extreme poverty.
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Melbourne Hall

Famous past occupants of Melbourne Hall include the Victorian Prime Minister Viscount
Melbourne, and Lady Caroline Lamb. This early seventeenth century country house overlooks
spectacular formal gardens created by the Royal gardeners Hall &Wise, which cover 20 acres
and feature a 300-foot long yew tunnel, statuary by Van Nost, and decorative wrought iron
work by Robert Bakewell.
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Saxon Crypt under Repton Church

The historic village of Repton was the royal capital of the kingdom of Mercia. Hidden under the
magnificent parish church is this unique Saxon Crypt or Mausoleum which dates from the early
8th century and is one of the oldest intact buildings in England, where Mercian Kings were laid
to rest. Wystan Prince of Mercia was murdered here by his guardian in 850,and miracles
ascribed to his remains led to Repton becoming a place of pilgrimage in medieval times.
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Elvaston Castle Country Park

England's first Country Park was opened in 1968 the beautiful grounds of Elvaston Castle, a former
home of the Stanhope family. The magnificent gardens were created by the renowned William
Barron who was instructed in 1830 by the 4th Earl of Harrington to make him a garden"second to
none".
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Shardlow Inland Canal Port

The Trent& Mersey Canal opened in 1777 with the inland port of Shardlow at its eastern end
becoming an important commercial centre. Now one of only two inland canal ports in the UK
to have survived largely intact, Shardlow is popular for recreational purposes and home to
many canal narrow boats
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Calke Abbey

is a baroque mansion built in 1703 for Sir John Harpur. The family became noted for their reclusive
eccentricity. Acquired by the National Trust in 1985 the property was in need of extensive repair and
cluttered with the collected family paraphernalia of centuries. Only essential repairs were carried out
and the property kept in the state that it was left in, as a grand country house in its latter years of
occupancy and decline.
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Mercia Marina

Europe’s largest inland marina opened in 2008 on the Trent & Mersey Canal near the village of
Willington. There are numerous wildlife walks and cycle routes around the site’s 74 acres of
countryside and lakes, which are home to more than 500 canal boats. Visitors can enjoy boat trips
or hire their own boat, whilst on the waterside can be found shops, bars, cafés and restaurants.
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Swadlincote Family Golf Centre

The new Golf Centre in Swadlincote features a driving range and golf course. It also has facilities for
FootGolf — combining the best of football and golf. FootGolf is played on a golf course using a
football. The object of the game is to get the ball into the hole using only your feet in the fewest
number of shots possible.
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History of the Twinning-Link Exchange
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The friendship exchanges between Toyota City and Derbyshire developed quickly following the establishment of Toyota Motor Manufacturing
(UK) Ltd.(TMUK) in Burnaston, South Derbyshire District in 1989. As trust grew on both sides through visits to Derbyshire of the Mayor of
Toyota City, members of Toyota City Council and the Toyota City Boys & Girls Choir, a twinning-link agreement was officially established on

November 16th, 1998. Since then, both sides have further cultivated their mutual friendship by sending various citizens groups to their
counterpart city.
